Questions are taken from past BJC Biology and Chemistry tests. The program was sponsored by the Grand Bahama Science Teachers' Association. GBA came up against eight out of the ten high schools in Grand Bahama and conquered. This is the third major success story for GBA this year having previously won the GB District Spelling Bee Competition in addition to having a student achieve the highest Bahamas Junior Certificate academic results in Grand Bahama for 2007. 
The value of GBA cannot be overemphasized. There is presented at this “school of the prophets” a well-rounded academic and spiritual program. God has placed this school in Grand Bahama for the enhancement of every school-aged child. Eating Unripe Fruits

Eating and Drinking together

As far as possible, little or no liquids should be taken with meals. Liquids interfere with, and slow down the process of digestion.
