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Let’s Maintain the Spirit of “Pentecost and More Lifestyle”


Pentecost and More must not be simply a passing event; but, rather a lifestyle. We thank and praise God for the 142 precious souls baptized during the first quarter in the North Bahamas Mission and for over 50,000 baptized within the Inter-American Division throughout the same time frame. However, now we must do two things: disciple the new believers and allow Pentecost and More to live on as a lifestyle. Since we spent the past quarter studying “discipleship” this article will address the spirit of Pentecost and More as a lifestyle.

 Lifestyle’s are developed and maintained. The Wikipedia Encyclopedia describes “lifestyle” this way: “In sociology, a lifestyle is the way a person lives. A lifestyle is a characteristic bundle of behaviors that makes sense to both others and oneself in a given time and place, including social relations, consumption, entertainment, and dress. The behaviors and practices within lifestyles are a mixture of habits, conventional ways of doing things, and reasoned actions. A lifestyle typically also reflects an individual's attitudes, values or worldview.”


The saints in the Book of Acts after the Day of Pentecost maintained a Pentecost Lifestyle. In fact, Acts 2 recorded the following, “and they continued steadfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread, and in prayers…, continuing daily with one accord in the temple, and breaking bread from house to house, did eat their meat [that is, food] with gladness and singleness of heart, praising God, and having favour with all the people. And the Lord added to the church daily such as should be saved” (verses 42 – 47).  


The “pen of inspiration” expands on this lifestyle with these words, “After the descent of the Holy Spirit the disciples went forth to proclaim a risen Saviour, their one desire the salvation of souls. They rejoiced in the sweetness of the communion with saints. They were tender, thoughtful, self-denying, willing to make any sacrifice for the truth's sake. In their daily association with one another they revealed the love that Christ had commanded them to reveal. By unselfish words and deeds they strove to kindle this love in other hearts”. (Ellen G. White, Testimonies to the Church, vol. 8, p. 241)


What a difference and a power for good that was exhibited in the early church. No wonder the then church “turned the world upside down” and under the unction of the Holy Spirit accomplished so much for the Lord, such as, the mega baptizing of souls, positively impacting lives, transforming communities and societies.  What can be expected of the church today? If we pattern in spirit and in practice the attitudinal lifestyle of the early church then we will be able on a consistent basis to replicate their results.


However, a key component to the accomplishing of this is the true practicing of love. Yes, love! Hear what the servant of the Lord says, “In the church of God today brotherly love is greatly lacking. Many of those who profess to love the Saviour neglect to love those who are united with them in Christian fellowship. We are of the same faith, members of one family, all children of the same heavenly Father, with the same blessed hope of immortality. How close and tender should be the tie that binds us together. The people of the world are watching us to see if our faith is exerting a sanctifying influence upon our hearts. They are quick to discern every defect in our lives, every inconsistency in our actions. Let us give them no occasion to reproach our faith” (8T 242).


Pentecost and More 2009 is already in the planning stage (see www.northbahamasmission.org). Perhaps if we adopt and maintain the lifestyle spirit of the Biblical 

Pentecost, by the time 2009 arrives we could be in heaven and “O that will be glory for me”! (see Hymn #435)
